Entry deadline is Wednesday April 6, 2011 at
midnight (EST).

Please check www.utsports.com or www.utladyvols.com after Friday April 8, 2011 to confirm your athletes that
were accepted. After the list of Sea Ray Relay qualifiers has been posted, all coaches are asked to scratch
athletes or relays that will NOT be competing by emailing SCRATCHES ONLY to cculverl@utk.edu .Please
do so by midnight (EST) on Monday, April 11"™. No additions or changes can be made at this time.

There is an entry fee of $30 per athlete, with a maximum of $300 per team. Male and Female teams are
considered separate which makes a maximum entry of $600 per school. All entries are non refundable. Entry
fees must be paid before entries will be accepted into the meet.

CHECK IN PROCEDURES

Running Events: Initial check-in for all running events must occur at least one hour before the scheduled start
time of the event. Athletes must return to the clerk’s tent 15 minutes prior to the event to get heat, lane
assignment and hip numbers. Athletes will be held in the warm-up area until the event is to start. All warm-
ups should be completed before entering the tent.

Field Events: Athletes may begin check in at event area 45 minutes prior to the start of the event. Those not
checked in 30 minutes prior to event start time may be scratched. Field event warm-up for all competitors may
begin 60 minutes prior to start of event, but only if an official is present. 15 minutes before the event start,
warm-up will be restricted to the first flight of competitors only. 10 minute warm-up periods will be given
between flights.

Note: Coaches will not be allowed to check in an athlete, each athlete must check in with the clerk.

**Men’s Hammer- No Saturday morning weigh in

All implements must be checked in no later than 2 hours before the start of the event.

Heptathlon /Decathlon athletes should check in all implements (shots, discus, & javelins) on Wednesday. If an
implement is to be used in the Combined Events and Open Event it must be re-checked in. Men’s Hammers
must be checked in Friday afternoon. All impounded implements must be picked up before 3:30 pm on
Saturday.

MEASUREMENT OF THROWS AND HORIZONTAL JUMPS

Minimum marks will be specified for throws and horizontal jumps. During the first jump or throw of each event
all legal attempts (not a foul) will be measured. After the first attempt only those attempts past the minimum will
be measured. (If someone fouls their first attempt they must make the minimum mark on their subsequent
attempts to be measured.) We will record NM for a legal attempt which does not meet the minimum.

STARTING HEIGHTS

All starting heights will be determined by the Games Committee. Weather may cause the Referee or the
Games Committee to make an adjustment on the day of the event.

ATHLETIC TRAINING
Athletic trainers and sports medicine staff will be available outside the warm up area on the adjacent handball
courts.



AWARDS

The top three relay teams and top three individuals in each event will receive awards.
Exceptions: Club Relay teams are not eligible for team awards.

Sea Ray Relays plaques will be awarded to each winning relay team. The plaques can be picked up at the
packet pick up/awards tent located at the bottom of the pavilion. Outstanding men's and women's track and
field performers will be awarded the Tony Wilson Memarial Trophies.
