SUPER BOWL VOLS

Did you know that at least one former Vol has played in each of
the last 16 Super Bowls and 19 of the last 207

Most recently, quarterback Peyton Manning appeared in Super
Bowl! XLI for the Indianapolis Colts. He earned Super Bowl MVP
honors while leading the Colts to victory.

VOLS IN THE PRO BOWL

Over the years, 32 former Vols have been among the elite NFL
players selected to play in the Pro Bowl. Those players have
earned 94 Pro Bowl invitations, led by Reggie White’s 13.

White (1987) is one of four Vols who was named MVP of the Pro
Bowl, joining Doug Atkins (1959), Peyton Manning (2005) and Bert
Rechichar (1957).

MANNING BUILDING ELITE NFL LEGACY

Peyton Manning can add another check mark to his illustrious
career, as he was named Super Bowl MVP as his Indianapolis
Colts captured Super Bowl XLI in Miami.

Manning has started every game of his nine-year NFL career
and has completed more passes and thrown for more yards and
touchdowns, with a higher passer rating, in a career-opening nine-
year span than any NFL player.

He also is the only quarterback in NFL history with 25+ touch-
down passes in nine consecutive seasons.

In 2004, he put together arguably the best season ever by an
NFL quarterback, setting records for touchdown passes in a sea-
son (49) and passer rating (121.1).

Manning also has directed 28 regular-season fourth-quarter and
overtime game-winning drives. He and wide receiver Marvin
Harrison also have set many records together. The duo has com-
bined for 878 receptions for 11,908 yards and 106 touchdowns, all
of which are NFL records.

In Indianapolis/Baltimore Colts history, Manning has produced
the nine best seasons in terms of completions and yards, the eight
best seasons in attempts, the seven best seasons in games with a
touchdown pass, eight of the nine best seasons in completion per-
centage and nine of the eleven best seasons in touchdown pass-
es.

Most recently, Manning became the only player in NFL history to
be named NFL MVP, Super Bowl MVP and Pro Bowl MVP during
their career.

UT's five first-day picks in the 2007 NFL draft were the most of any school in the nation ... 28 of the NFL’s 32 teams had at least one former Vol in training camp ...

VOLS IN PRO FOOTBALL

UT’S ATKINS, WHITE IN PRO HALL OF FAME

Legendary defensive linemen Doug Atkins (1950-52) and
Reggie White (1980-83) represent UT in the Pro Football Hall of
Fame.

Atkins was drafted by the Cleveland Browns in the first round of
the 1953 draft and eventually went on to star for the Chicago Bears
(1955-66) and the New Orleans Saints (1967-69).

White, a defensive end who began his career in the USFL, is
remembered as one of the best pass rushers in NFL history. He
retired as the NFL's all-time sacks leader and is the only player in
league history to have recorded nine consecutive seasons of
double-digit sack totals. White passed away Dec. 26, 2004.

10 VOLS ENJOYING SUCCESS IN ARENA

FOOTBALL LEAGUE

Former Vols quarterback Andy Kelly (1988-91) now stars for the
New Orleans Voodoo and is UT’'s most prominent alum in the
Arena Football League.

Other former Vols active in the AFL include lineman Jonathan
Brown (Columbus Destroyers), lineman Mondre Dickerson (Grand
Rapids Rampage), lineman Bill Duff (Columbus Destroyers), wide
receiver/linebacker Cory Fleming (Orlando Predators), defensive
specialist DeRon Jenkins (Nashville Kats), lineman DeAngelo
Lloyd (Austin Wranglers), wide receiver/linebacker Andy
McCullough (free agent), wide receiver Marcus Nash (Dallas
Desperados) and lineman Cory Stone (Philadelphia Soul).

ANDY KELLY AFL'S TOP ALL-TIME PASSER

Former Tennessee quarterback Andy Kelly (1988-91) is a 14-
year veteran of the Arena Football League and is arguably the
greatest quarterback in league history.

Kelly, currently a member of the New Orleans Voodoo, holds the
AFL career passing records for completions (3,886), attempts
(6,224), passing yards (42,519) and touchdown passes (809).
Kelly also holds the record for most touchdowns ever by any pro-
fessional quarterback in any league.

TWO VOLS ACTIVE IN CANADIAN LEAGUE

In addition to Tennessee’s large contingent of active NFL and
AFL players, two former Vols are also strapping it on in the
Canadian Football League.

Defensive end Jonathan Brown (1994-97) plays for the Toronto
Argonauts, and wide receiver Jeremaine Copeland (1995-98)
plays for the Calgary Stampeders.

BERKELEY, Calif. - Erik Ainge connected on

by 32 Of 47 passing attempts for 271 yards and
i three touchdowns, but it wasn't enough to
outscore a balanced California attack as the
Golden Bears dropped Tennessee 45-31 in front
of 72,516 fans at Berkeley's Memorial Stadium.

Justin Forsett scampered 13 yards to paydirt
with 9:10 remaining to give Cal its two-touchdown margin of victory and halt any
chance of a Tennessee comeback in the final quarter.

“Cal's a very fine football team,” UT head coach Philip Fulmer said. “We did
not tackle well. Their front did a good job moving us more than we would have
liked, so you have to give them credit."

Forsett produced 156 yards and a touchdown on the ground and quarterback
Nate Longshore completed 19 of 28 passes for 241 yards and two touchdowns
while adding another one on the ground to pace a Cal offense that netted 471
yards of total offense on the night.

The Golden Bears opened up a 17-point lead with a five-play, 63-yard scor-
ing drive to start the second half. Longshore hit Lavelle Hawkins for a three-
yard score to cap the drive.

Robert Jordan caught a Longshore pass from four yards out late in the first
half to put the Golden Bears up seven. After forcing Tennessee to punt, Cal
marched 60 yards in 52 seconds before Jordan Kay converted a 27-yard field
goal with 12 seconds remaining in the half to make the score 31-21.

Tennessee surrendered two non-offensive touchdowns in the first half, but
answered for both of them. With 12:23 remaining in the half, DeSean Jackson
retuned a punt 77 yards for a touchdown to give Cal a 21-14 lead. Two pos-
sessions later, Ainge hit Chris Brown for a two-yard score to tie the game.

On the game’s opening possession, Ainge was nailed from his blind side,
forcing a fumble that was recovered by Worrell Williams and returned 44 yards
for the game’s first score. UT answered on its next possession, going 70 yards
in seven plays and scoring on a 12-yard pass from Ainge to Arian Foster.

Each team scored again in the quarter, Cal on a Longshore 2-yard sneak,
and Tennessee on a Montario Hardesty 1-yard run.

Foster led the Vols' rushing attack, netting 89 yards on 13 carries and adding
a 68-yard kickoff return to set up Hardesty's touchdown.

Tennessee’s Lucas Taylor led all receivers with six catches and 103 yards.
Brown caught seven passes for 54 yards and two scores.

Daniel Lincoln converted on his first collegiate field goal attempt, a 41-yard
try in the fourth quarter. Cornerback Eric Berry became only the third true fresh-
man in the Fulmer era to start a season opener. He posted seven tackles.

KNOXVILLE - Erik Ainge produced 276
B yards and two touchdowns through the air and
B Arian Foster added 125 yards and two touch-
il downs on the ground as Tennessee rallied to
" beat Southern Miss 39-19 at Neyland Stadium.

Ainge threw for 205 yards and both of his
touchdowns in a first half that featured a com-
bined 493 yards of total offense from the two teams. Foster took over in the sec-
ond half, rushing for 94 yards and two scores to distance the Vols from the
Golden Eagles.

‘It was great to see Foster get 100-plus yards,” Tennessee head coach Philip
Fulmer said. “We had two receivers get 100 yards; that's fun. Erik Ainge is a
heck of a football player. He understands, he sees and he throws. It was a good
effort by him.”

Tennessee had two receivers over the 100-yard mark in a single contest for
the first time since the 1997 SEC Championship game. Austin Rogers caught
seven passes 112 yards and a touchdown, while Lucas Taylor caught five pass-
es for 118 yards. Josh Briscoe snagged the other touchdown pass, though he
only caught three passes for 11 yards.

‘I have to credit Austin, Lucas and Josh,” Ainge said. “They are all playing
well. The potential has always been there, so we aren't shocked that they're
where they're supposed to be every time.”

After Ainge’s 26-yard strike to Rogers gave the Vols an early 7-3 lead, South-
ern Miss' Jeremy Young hit Chris Johnson behind Tennessee’s coverage for a
69-yard score and a 10-7 lead. Britt Barefoot and Daniel Lincoln each convert-
ed a field goal attempt for his team to make the score 13-10 after one quarter.

Southern Miss’ Justin Estes kicked another field goal to make the margin six
before Tennessee rallied to score 17 unanswered points, the last of which came
on a 9-yard run from Foster.

Estes kicked a 24-yard field goal to pull Southern Miss within eight, but Ten-
nessee answered with a nine-play, 45-yard drive and a one-yard Arian Foster
touchdown run. Lincoln added his third field goal, and Nevin McKenzie forced
a fumble that led to a safety to put the victory on ice for the Vols.

Taylor and Rogers set career highs for receiving yards in a game. Both play-
ers have more receiving yards through two games this season than they did in
all of 2006.

Rico McCoy led the Tennessee defensive effort with nine tackles and an
interception. The Vols surrendered only 90 yards rushing, the fewest allowed by
the unit since the Alabama game in 2006.

| GAINESVILLE, Fla. - Florida’s Tim Tebow
| tallied 366 yards of offense and four touchdowns
to pace Florida in a 59-20 win over Tennessee in
Gainesville. The Vols were held to just 37 yards
on the ground and committed three turnovers to
aid Florida in achieving the most lopsided win in
the series since 1990.

“We can't continue to give up big plays,” Tennessee head coach Philip Ful-
mer said. “I'm not saying that we gave it to them, they earned it. But they earmed
a punt return for the second week in three weeks, which puts our defense in a
tough spot. We cannot help good teams that way."

The biggest play of the game came late in the third quarter when Arian Fos-
ter fumbled deep in Tennessee territory and Dustin Doe scooped up the loose
ball and returned it 18 yards for a Florida touchdown and a 35-20 lead.

The Tennessee defense swung the momentum in the Vols favor on the pre-
vious two Florida possessions. Eric Berry intercepted Tebow's pass and
returned it 96 yards for a touchdown to pull Tennessee within eight, and then
the Vol defense forced Florida to punt.

Foster's fumble gave the momentum right back to the Gators, and they took
full advantage, scoring 24 unanswered points in the fourth quarter to send the
Vols back to Knoxville with their first 1-2 start since 1994.

“Certainly, this wasn't the representation that we intended it to be down here
today,” Fulmer said. “Our players did work hard in preparing for this. Their atti-
tudes have been outstanding.”

Florida’s other big play came less than two minutes into the game when
Brandon James returned a Britton Colquitt punt 83 yards for the first touchdown
of the game.

Tennessee could only answer Florida’s touchdowns with field goals for much
of the first half and found itself trailing 28-6. The Vols finally found the endzone
with 25 seconds to play in the half when Erik Ainge hit Chris Brown from 15
yards out to send Tennessee to the locker room down only 15.

Ainge completed 26 of 41 attempts for 249 yards and a touchdown in the
game. Tennessee’s leading receiver was Josh Briscoe, who caught eight pass-
es for a career-high 76 yards. Foster gained only 26 yards on the ground in 11
attempts.

Lincoln continued to be a consistent weapon for the Vols, converting two
more field goals to remain a perfect 6-for-6 on the season.

“They kept the darn football away from us most of the second half,” head
coach Philip Fulmer said. “Our third down execution wasn't particularly good;
some of our receivers not being in there certainly affected some of that, but the
receivers that are in there need to play well.”

Erik Ainge finished 22-0f-35 for 242 yards with a touchdown and an inter-
ception. Arian Foster led the Vols on the ground with 91 yards and a score on
13 carries. Tight end Chris Brown was the Vols' leading receiver with five grabs
for 28 yards. Two of Ainge’s favorite targets, wideouts Lucas Taylor and Josh
Briscoe, were both limited due to injuries.

The game turned on Tennessee’s first possession of the second half. After
the defense forced a Tide a three-and-out, Tennessee marched into Alabama
territory before Ainge was intercepted on a deep crossing route. The Tide took
the turnover and converted it into three points and a 27-17 lead after chewing
4:47 off the clock.

“He probably should have put some more air on the ball, but he said he did-
n't see the guy,” Fulmer said of the Ainge pick. “That was one of those things
where you let the receiver run under it rather than stick the ball in there. That
was a tough break. There was a chance there to make the game even.”

Alabama kept the momentum for the remainder of the contest, getting a field
goal, touchdown and field goal in their next three possessions, all the result of
Tennessee punts.

“We moved the ball pretty well and we'd get the ball to third and short then
we'd have a bad snap or miscue to the receiver or a bad throw,” Ainge said. “It
was one little stupid thing after another in the second half that kept us from
completing drives.”

Tennessee hurt itself and extended several Alabama drives with a season-
high 11 penalties for 81 yards.

Alabama opened the game with an onside kick and pulled out to a 10-0 lead.
Tennessee answered with two touchdown drives to take the lead back at 14-10.
Wilson hit D.J. Hall for two scores in the second quarter before the Vols closed
the half with a Daniel Lincoln field goal.

“You don't know what Dan|e| has been through,” head coach Philip Fulmer
said. “| was unmerciful to him in the spring. | think, obviously, hes got a very
great future. And the best thing about it is he’s a football player. He’s a tough

guy.

Lincoln rebounded from a 51-yard miss late in the second quarter--only his
second misfire of the season--to make the clutch kicks late in the game.

He got a shot at the game-tying kick in regulation because of a 37-yard kick-
off return from LaMarcus Coker. South Carolina’s Ryan Succop hit a 49-yard
field goal with 1:24 remaining in the game to give the Gamecocks their first
lead, but Coker took the ensuing kickoff from one sideline to the other to give
Tennessee good field position at its own 47.

Erik Ainge directed a drive--Tennessee’s only substantial ball movement of
the second half--to the Carolina 17 before a sack and a false start penalty
forced Lincoln on the field for the 47-yard kick.

In overtime, Tennessee drove to the 10 before stalling and calling on Lincoln
again. Succop missed a 40-yard attempt on South Carolina’s possession to
give the Vols the win.

“Alot of things had to go right for us to win,” Ainge said. “You had the two
fumbles, the best kicker in the league had to miss, and he did. A lot of things
we had called, they had the one defense called that could stop it, so you have
to credit their defensive coordinator.

Tennessee jumped out to a 21-0 lead in the first half, but could barely move
the ball after the intermission, forcing the defense to spend almost 20 minutes
on the field. The fatigue showed as the half wore on, and South Carolina tied
the game early in the fourth quarter.

The Gamecocks fumbled deep in Tennessee territory on their next posses-
sion, then promptly picked off Erik Ainge. The Vols then intercepted South Car-
olina quarterback Blake Mitchell to end that threat.

After a Tennessee punt, South Carolina got the go-ahead points to cap an
eight-play, 26-yard drive.

On the Vols' game-tying drive, Arian Foster fumbled on a third-down run only
to have the ball take a fortunate bounce into the grasp of Jacques McLendon.

Foster carried 19 times for 79 yards and a touchdown. Ainge connected on
26 of 44 passes for 216 yards, a score and an interception. Lucas Taylor caught
four passes for 57 yards.

KNOXVILLE - Tennessee scored on nine of
ten possessions and racked up 466 yards of
offense in a 59-7 rout of Louisiana-Lafayette at
Neyland Stadium.

Tennessee got points on the ground, through
the air, from the defense and on special teams in
the homecoming win.

“We blocked kicks; we scored on defense; we scored on offense,” head
coach Philip Fulmer said. “We kept the other team off the field pretty well. It was
a complete game, but we've got a lot bigger fish to fry.”

The Tennessee rushing game was dominant in both halves. Arian Foster
rushed for 100 yards and two touchdowns then gave way to Lennon Creer, who
carried seven times for 109 yards and a score. The two were the first Ten-
nessee duo to rush for more than 100 yards in the same game since 2004. Fos-
ter's last carry gave him 2,000 career yards and moved him into 12th place on
Tennessee’s all-time rushing list.

Erik Ainge was as efficient as he needed to be, completing 16 of 23 passes
for 125 yards and a touchdown. Jonathan Crompton relieved him in the fourth
quarter and connected on three of four attempts for 68 yards and a score.

The Vols broke the game open late in the first half on a big defensive play.
Antonio Reynolds grabbed a tipped pass from the air and rumbled 70 yards to
paydirt to give Tennessee a 24-0 lead at the intermission.

“He looked like a truck running down there,” Fulmer said. ‘I didn't think he'd
ever get there. But he knew what to do with it when he caught it, and he ended
up with a convoy. It was great to see the defense score.”

Tennessee’s special teams got in on the scoring act midway through the third
quarter when Nevin Mckenzie blocked a punt into the arms of Antonio Wardlow,
who returned the kick 20 yards for a touchdown.

John Chavis’ defense gave up 234 yards on the ground to the Ragin’ Cajuns
but allowed points on only one of 11 possessions and forced two turnovers.
Linebackers Ryan Karl and Rico McCoy led the defensive effort with eight stops
apiece.

Four different Vols scored their first-career touchdown in the game. Quintin
Hancock caught a touchdown pass from Ainge in the third quarter. Two posses-
sions later, Creer scampered 30 yards for a score. Kenny O'Neal caught a 49-
yard touchdown pass from Crompton in the fourth quarter before Gerald Jones
ran 12 yards for the final points of the game.

The win gave Tennessee a 3-1 record in its regular season non-conference
games and made the Vols bowl eligible for the 14th time in Philip Fulmer's
tenure as head coach.

KNOXVILLE - Tennessee scored on four of
six possessions in the first half and added two
big plays in the second half to beat Arkansas,
34-13, and improve to 6-0 at Neyland Stadium
this season.

The Volunteer defense rose to the occasion,
holding Arkansas to just one first down and 49
yards of total offense in the first half while the offense built a 20-3 lead, then
forcing two interceptions and another turnover on downs in the second half.

“The first thing | want to tell you is never doubt the heart of a Volunteer,” head
coach Philip Fulmer said. “I'm really, really proud of this football team. It was a
great team win. And the game was won in the preparation.”

Avrian Foster led the Tennessee ground effort with 83 yards and a touchdown
on 13 carries. Austin Rogers caught six passes for 62 yards and a score from
Erik Ainge, who again managed a run-heavy game well, completing 12 of 25
passes for 128 yards and two touchdowns.

The Tennessee defense did not allow Arkansas into the endzone until the
8:27 mark of the fourth quarter when Michael Smith rushed in from nine yards
out. The Razorbacks only other scores came on field goals of 31 and 42 yards
from Alex Tejada.

“The front four did an excellent job this week preparing for Darren McFadden
and Felix Jones,” said linebacker Jerod Mayo, who led the defense with nine
tackles and also retuned an interception 34 yards for a touchdown in the wan-
ing minutes of the game. “The secondary did a good job stopping them when
they got to the perimeter. We got tired of hearing about it. We knew we had to
come in and play like we did against Georgia and South Carolina.”

The Vols scored on their first possession of the game for the sixth time this
season when Ainge hit Rogers across the middle on third and long from the 16.
Arkansas took advantage of a 48-yard kick return from Jones and converted a
field goal on their first possession.

Tennessee answered with a big kick return from Dennis Rogan and a 25-
yard Daniel Lincoln field goal. After two defensive stops, Lincoln converted
another kick from 28 yards. Ainge hit Josh Briscoe for a 14-yard score with just
10 seconds left in the half to send the Vols to the locker room with a 17-point
edge.

Foster stormed 59-yards for a touchdown on Tennessee’s opening posses-
sion of the second half, his longest run of the season. Arkansas answered with
a field goal five minutes later before again going cold on offense.

Smith’s score midway through the fourth quarter pulled the Hogs within two
touchdowns, but Mayo’s interception on Arkansas’ next possession put the
game away for the Vols.
